CIRCUS Circus was the opening show 
of George Town Festival (GTF) 2014 
and was more than enough to whet 
everyone’s appetite for this month-long 
festival of culture and the arts. 

There were no clowns nor elephants 
on bikes, but Circus Circus left the 
audience, mind-blown and in awe, with 
a completely modern twist to a perfor-
mance which embodied art, culture, 
dance, music, drama and theatrics all 
into one serving of taste and class.

Collaborative performances of the 
four different acrobat and dance troupes 
had everyone at Dewan Sri Pinang 
glued to their seats, with their mouths 
left open and their eyes, tired from try-
ing to not blink so much.

The four troupes were Wrecking 
Crew Orchestra (Japan), Race Horse 
Company (Finland), Bunditpatanasilpa 
Institute (Thailand) and Shanghai Star-
light Acrobatic Troupe (China).

Kicking off the night was Wrecking 
Crew Orchestra. All the lights in the 
hall were killed and out from the black 
of night, the dancers appeared on stage 
as their glow light suits were turned on, 
moving to the sound of a remixed ver-
sion of Kanye’s ‘Stronger’.

It was a dance performance of a dif-
ferent nature which gave off a futuristic 
and robotic feel, going to the beat of 
some good ol dubstep as the dancers 
were only outlined by the neon colored 
fluorescent ribbons on their suits.

Then came Race Horse Company, a 
five-man team who bounced on big red 
balls, which was truly not an easy task.

Performing hand stands to full 180 
whole body turns and frontward to 
backward flips while bouncing on and 
off big red balls showed full body mus-
cle control, athleticism and coordina-
tion.

Next was a soulful shadow play by 
the Bunditpatanasilpa Institute, where 
the lead male dancer opened up with a 
couple dance with his own shadow. The 
feel of the music and the strong, con-
trolled environment the dance created 
had the whole hall mesmerized by this 
rich aspect of Thai culture.

The dance was later joined by the rest 
of the troupe whose water-like move-
ments formed shadows of various sites 
in George Town. Their silhouettes cre-
ated a church, a mosque, a Hindu Tem-
ple, a Buddhist temple, the cable cars at 
Penang Hill and even the Penang Bridge.

Lastly was the Shanghai Starlight Ac-
robatic Troupe who wowed the audience 
with their physically impossible acro-
batic movements, bending their bodies 
and the very laws of the human body.

Coming to town for its fifth year in 
a row, GTF has attracted international 
acclaim. So much so that The New York 
Times wrote an article about it, naming 
GTF as a “major Asian arts event”.

THANKS to the Penang Island Municipal Council’s (MPPP) 
quick action and positive response from the landowner at the 
fringes of Bukit Hijau, the illegal dumpsite is being cleared. 

A lorry and excavator were seen clearing out the debris when 
Bukit Gelugor MP Ramkarpal Singh and Seri Delima assembly-
member RSN Rayer checked on the site on July 22.

It will take up to about six weeks to completely clear the land. 
“The culprits who carried out illegal dumping activities will 

not go scot free. Stern action will be taken against them as a 
deterrent,” Ramkarpal warned.

MPPP has identified the land as belonging to Yeap Chor Ee 
Estate and also the parties involved in the illegal dumping.  

While the landowner had cleared the land on their own expense, 
the one who dumped the rubbish will be taken to court.

Rayer once again reminded residents in the area to contact his 
service centre if they notice any illegal activities taking place in 
his constituency.

PENANG has called for a request for proposal to appoint a 
Project Delivery Partner (PDP) to execute the RM27 billion 
Penang Transport Master Plan (PTMP). The open tender will 
begin on Aug 15.

With the aim to benefit all 1.6 million people, it is a neces-
sity that Penang owns a public transport system that encom-
passes both the island and mainland.  

“We intend to achieve a fully connected road network and 
a sustainable both land and sea mode of public transport,” said 
Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng on July 25, adding that the 
network will combine buses, trams, MRT and water taxis. 

Lim explained at the press conference in his office that the 
future PDP will be responsible for the delivery and smooth-
run of the implementation. 

They shall fulfill all requirements of the federal govern-
ment, existing laws and relevant authorities for the transport 
project.

Those who wish to tender are allowed to enter into a joint 
venture with foreign or local companies with paid up capital 
or lead company shareholders fund of not less than RM500 
million.

Tenderers are subject to have track record of two large 
scale projects worth RM500 million in the last five years or 
at least a highway or public transport project in the last 10 
years.

The state will consider land swap with development po-
tential as a fund mode proposed by tenderers.

Meanwhile, Lim said Thailand is one of the interested 
parties.

The Bangkok MRT owner had recently visited Penang and 
suggested a similar MRT to be built here.  

The estimated strategy cost involved RM16.4 billion on 
highway infrastructure, RM9.7 billion on public transport and 
RM900 million on institutional.  

The plan shall be implemented phase by phase from 2014 
till 2030.

Also present at the press conference were Penang Transport 
Master Plan (PTMP) chief coordinator Lim Thean Heng and 
deputy director of Penang Island Municipal Council (MPPP) 
Engineering Department A Rajendran.

Rolling out 
multibillion transport plan
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KHALSA Dharmik School 
(KDS) has produced many tow-
ering Malaysians.  Though the 
Punjabis are relatively small in 
numbers in Malaysia, their ser-
vice and contribution to the 
country is immeasurable.  

Today, they continue to serve 
the country.  

“The success of the present 
Penang State Government is due 
to, in no small measure, to the fear-
less efforts of the Tiger of Jelutong, 
the late Karpal Singh,” Datuk 
Mahinder Singh Dulku, chairman 
of the Wadda Gudwara Manage-
ment Committee and the Building 
Committee of the KDS, said in his 
speech at the opening of the new 
majestic building of the KDS on 
Jalan Gudwara on Aug 3.

“Karpal Singh grew up around 
the vicinity of the Gudwara and 
was a star pupil of the KDS. He 
was able to read and recite the 
Granth Sahib Ji like a priest. This 
is no mean feat!” he said.

The new building costing about 
RM3.8 million will now enable 
young Sikhs to be proficient in 
their mother tongue.  

With the help from the Penang 
state government, the dream has 
become a reality. 

The state government has the 
interest of all the people of Penang 
at heart, without regard to race, 
colour, religion or creed. 

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng 
who was invited to officiate the 
opening of the KDS said: “The 
Penang state government heard of 
the school’s plight, and unlike the 
previous administration which did 
not contribute any financial aid to 
the school, the Penang state gov-
ernment, since 2010, started to 
provide financial aid, not only to 
this Punjabi school but also to the 
other two Punjabi schools in the 
state, namely in Bayan Baru and 
in Butterworth.”

The contribution by the state 

government was RM40,000 to 
Penang (RM25,000 to Khalsa 
Dharmik School at the Wadda 
Gurdwara and RM15,000 for the 
branch in Bayan Baru) and a fur-
ther RM25,000 to the school in 
Butterworth. 

This contribution has been paid 
on a yearly basis until 2014 and 
will continue under this adminis-
tration.

Lim continued: “As the popula-
tion of the school expanded, 
whereby I understand that as of 
now there are 78 students in the 
Khalsa Dharmik School here and 
a further 38 at the Bayan Baru 
branch, the school had to be ex-
panded whereby this new building 

was constructed.”
He remembered that on Vasakhi 

day in 2012, he had announced an 
initial donation of RM50,000 to-
wards the new building fund. 

That event was attended by 
the late Karpal, then the MP for 
Gelugor. 

“I remember him speaking 
fondly of his memories of growing 
up in this vicinity and patronising 
this Gurdwara and his vision of 
seeing a new building constructed. 
In view of that, the Penang state 
government will further contribute 
a sum of RM180,000 towards the 
new building fund!”

After the official opening, Lim 
and the late Karpal’s sons, Jagdeep 
and Ramkarpal Singh, a grandson 
and Karpal’s wife, Gurmit Kaur, 
also witnessed the opening of the 
Karpal Singh Memorial Hall on 
the second floor of the building.  

Wadda Gudwara Penang Presi-
dent Balvinder Singh recalled 
fondly how Karpal’s father and 
brother contributed and served the 
Gudwara in the early days.  

“Karpal is known for fighting 
for the defenceless.  His dream was 
to see that this KDS is equipped 
with a library and computer room.  
Today, that dream is a reality.”

THE recently-formed Penang 
government task force is raring to 
push forward for answers from 
Attorney-General Tan Sri Abdul 
Gani Patail on the alarming cases 
of 11 custodial deaths nationwide 
this year, including six in Penang.

“It is baffling that no concrete 
steps were taken to find out why 
there were so many custodial 
deaths in the country. There is a 
provision in the law (Criminal 
Procedure Code 593) to call for 
an inquiry. But what is the attor-
ney-general doing? Why is there 
no inquiry?” Deputy Chief Min-
ister II Prof Dr P. Ramasamy told 
a media conference in Komtar 
recently.

“One of the responsibilities of 
the task force is to engage lawyers 
on behalf of the affected families 
of those who died in police cus-
tody. They are from the working 
class and did not have the means 

to pursue the truth.” 
Present were the other task 

force members - state exco for 
Town & Country Planning and 
Housing  Jagdeep Singh Deo and 
exco for Agriculture & Agro-
Based Industry, Rural Develop-
ment and Health Dr Afif Ba-
hardin.  

Also present were representa-
tives from human rights groups 
such as Amnesty International 
Malaysia, Bar Council Legal Aid 
Centre Penang, Suara Rakyat 
Malaysia (Suaram) and  Aliran.

Ramasamy, who heads the task 
force, also outlined the five steps 
to be taken to look for the reasons 
behind the custodial deaths.

These are the need to clarify if 
any standard operating procedure 
was followed for police detainees; 
forming family support groups; 
need to engage with relevant po-
lice authorities at state level, in-
cluding the State police chief and 
this officers; engaging with the 
State Health Department to gener-

ate a dialogue with hospitals, and 
public education for people to 
understand their rights when un-
der police custody and procedures 
to be followed by the hospitals.

He said the state government 
had also written to the Attorney- 
General’s office early last month 
to enquire about the custodial 
deaths, but so far there was no 
reply.

“We will meet the attorney-
general and Health Minister Da-
tuk Seri Dr S. Subramaniam to 
discuss the cases,“ he said.

The six who died in police 

custody in Penang this year are N. 
Punniyanathan, 40, on Feb 10 
while being detained at the Nibo-
ng Tebal police lock-up; N. Ra-
masamy, 50, on March 1 at the 
Bayan Baru centralised police 
lock-up; Kamarulnizam Ismail, 
39, on March 8 at the Bandar 
Perda police lock-up; M. Muru-
gan, 37, on April 13 at the Bandar 
Perda police lock-up; Rahmat Md 
Noor, 56, on April 27 at the 
Bayan Baru centralised police 
lock-up and S. Agin Raj, 29, on 
June 7 at the Bandar Perda police 
lock-up.

LITTLE is known about the 
history of boria but with 
George Town Festival 2014 
(GTF), the interesting and 
colourful past of boria will be 
known to all.  

Surely very few people 
know that boria originated 
from ancient Persia.  

By the mid-19th century, 
boria was the highlight during 
asyurah or the 10th day of 
Muharram.

While Penangites are famil-
iar with the colourful costumes, 
catchy tunes and jovial perfor-
mances, boria is actually a 
parody of urban life in Penang.  

“During the British coloni-
sation, locals used it to express 
anti-colonial sentiments,” Da-
tuk Prof. Dr. Wazir Jahan Ka-
rim, curator of Kelompok 
Produksi, said.  

She is heading the produc-
tion of “Boria Fest & Boria: A 
Passage Through Time” which 
is one of the many interesting 
programmes in GFT 2014.

“We would like to see a 
younger generation of Malay-
sians of all ethnic groups take 
to the boria as a fun parody 
theatre which can bring out 
laughter and togetherness,” she 
added.  

The state government 
through George Town World 
Heritage Inc (GTWHI) has 
also received a proposal to 
conserve a plot of land behind 
Jalan Masjid/Jalan Chulia 
which was once the spot  where 
boria was performed.   

The building called Hasha-
rah Khana was believed to 
have been built in 1832 or 
earlier.

Over the years, there were 
several attempts to ban boria 
due to its opposing nature and 
accusation of it being a dis-
traction for youth from their 
studies.  

See how boria has with-
stood the tests and today, in 
modern day Penang at GTF 
2014, Penangites, tourists and 
visitors will get a to relive that 
historical performance for only 
one night on Aug 9 at the Town 
Hall.

Wong told him.

Wei Feng is one of the 10 special needs 
SPM students who did well in the exam.  
Altogether, Penang gave awards to 327 stu-
dents who achieved excellent results.

A VIDEO purportedly show-
ing a “nude sports games” on 
a secluded part of Penang 
island has recently started  to 
make its rounds and has set 
tongues wagging.

 The five-minute-26-sec-
ond video, which was up-
loaded on to Vimeo by a user 
identified only as Albert, 
portrayed 18 nudists holding 
their annual “Malaysia Nude 
Sports Games 2014”.

 Questions are now being 
posed on how such activities 
are being allowed to take 
place on Malaysian soil as it 
is clear that laws have been 
violated, besides going 
against local culture and 
sensitivities.

Following the video’s 
description, the self-pro-
claimed naturists and nudists 
had assembled at the Teluk 
Bahang jetty where they then 
made their way to a secluded 
part of the island, believed to 
be Teluk Kampi.

Albert claimed that the 
park ranger granted clear-
ance for the event.

The site comes under the 
purview of the National 
Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment (Perhilitan).

Albert   also claimed that 
the 18 of them in his group 
were the only ones in the 
vicinity.

The event kicked off with 
participants painting each 
other’s bodies after stripping 
down before taking part in a 
2km walk, skinny dipping 
and a Gangnam style dance 
with one woman riding a 
man who was on all fours 
like a horse.

The 2km stretch of beach 
is about 4.5km from the en-
trance of the park and about 
35 minutes by boat from the 
Teluk Bahang jetty. 

The event was believed to 
be a one-day affair.

Chief Minister Lim Guan 
Eng said the state would not 
allow nudist activities to 
surface and called on the 
relevant authorities to inves-
tigate the matter.

“If Penang does not allow 

casinos to be opened, it will 
certainly not allow any form 
of nudist activities. No way 
we will allow it,” Lim told a 
media conference in Komtar 
on Aug 5.

He added that the state 
government was not aware 
of the purported event.

Since the park comes un-
der the purview of the Fed-
eral Government, Lim said 
that he would leave it to the 
relevant authorities to take 
action if the incident had 
indeed taken place.

“We are awaiting feed-
back from the National Park 
and Wildlife Department on 
the issue,” Lim added.

During another media 
conference on Aug 6, he said 
an officer from the Penang 
National Park had submitted 
a report concerning the video 
clip, following earlier com-
plaints lodged by the state 
government to the park and  
a police report by the Teluk 
Bahang state constituency.

Meanwhile, according to 
media reports Penang police 
chief Senior Deputy Comm 
Datuk Wira Abdul Rahim 
Hanafi said they were look-
ing for the event organiser 
and the participants, who 
could be foreigners.

He said Penang Perkasa 
had lodged a police report on 
the incident.

Teluk Bahang PKR coor-
dinator Halil Sabri Hamid 
and Teluk Bahang Village 
Security and Development 
Committee chairman Mohd 
Zul Amin also lodged police 
reports.

Lim said the video clip 
incident at Teluk Kampit 
was not the first case in the 
country. 

He mentioned the shoot-
ing of a naked scene in the 
reality show “Survivor – 
Robinson Ekspeditionen” 

in an island off Mersing, 
Johore and the “Naked and 
Afraid – Pain Forest”  shot in 
Perak as two earlier cases.

“Why was there no great 
publicity and outcry in the 
media, then?” he asked.

No nude beaches 
in Penang, says Lim
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RECENTLY, a syndicate “guaranteeing”applicants 
of affordable housing a unit if they paid up RM10,000 
to RM30,000 has caught the attention of developers 
and the state government.

The development company, Aspen Group, has 
received multiple complaints from the public that they 
have received phone calls from a syndicate demand-
ing a hefty amount of money to secure a unit at the 
Tri Pinnacle housing project situated at Tanjung 
Tokong. 

Almost immediately after receiving these com-
plaints, Aspen lodged a police report on July 22 over 
the matter.

State exco for Housing, Town and Country Plan-
ning Jagdeep Singh Deo has rubbished the notion that 
shortcuts are available to supersede the selection 
process overseen by Selection Process Enhancement 
Committee (SPEC).

“SPEC is run by an eight-person panel and SPEC 

prepares the lists of eligible applicants for affordable 
housing. There is no other way to secure these hous-
ing selections; definitely no third party has the author-
ity over this,” he said.

He also warned members of the public not to fall 
for this scam and if they do come across these syndi-
cates, he appeals for them to come forward to see him 
personally to assist the police in the investigations.

“We are doing this to help every Penangite to secure 
a roof above their heads. We will not let illegal syn-
dicate operations undermine this effort,” he added.

As of July, 5,721 applicants have already been 
approved for their low cost and low medium cost 
housing with many more still being vetted through 
for further public and public-private affordable hous-
ing projects. 

On Aug 1, Jagdeep had repeated his reminder to 
members of the public about the syndicate out to fool 
people to pay a sum of RM10,000 to RM30,000 to 
secure a housing unit.

“We do not want the public to be victims of un-
scrupulous agents. Selection of low-cost, low-medi-
um cost and affordable housing is done by the Hous-
ing Department. We give the qualified buyers list to 
the developers and the developers will contact eligi-
ble individuals. Then only you need to pay,” Jagdeep 
said.

He also thanked the police for their speedy action 
in responding after a police report was made by one 
of the developers when they were approached by 
members of the public who had been scammed.

“We have over 50,000 registered names in our 
Housing Department database who are eligible for 
low-cost, low-medium cost and affordable homes in 
all the five districts in Penang. Under extenuating 
circumstances, we will give priority to the chronic 
and critical cases such as low-cost homes for the 
disabled, single-mothers, those affected by disaster 
and other cases,” Jagdeep explained. 

‘Dead’ phone booths

THE Seberang Perai Municipal Council (MPSP) 
has been making headlines as of late. 

From improving the city’s rubbish disposal sys-
tems and improving local government to citizen 
communications Seberang Perai is very well on its 
way to becoming a premier Malaysian city.

“Best City” and the “Best City Manager” award 
was in turn presented to MPSP president Maimunah 
Mohd Sharif.

The awards were presented by the Europe Busi-
ness Assembly (EBA) based in London.

City Manager’ awards which Seberang Perai suc-
cessfully fulfilled are as follow:

*Having a city manager who shows vision and 
has the capability to run the city, ensuring a com-
fortable living and working environment while 
ensuring its tourist friendly aspects. 

*Matters of political stability, good education 
infrastructure, functioning public transportation 
and recreational facilities were also taken into ac-
count when presenting this award to a particular 
city.

PUBLIC phone booths in deplorable condition 
have received the attention and concern of Air 
Itam assemblymember Wong Hon Wai and his 
team.  They took a month to audit most of the 
public phone booths in the Air Itam constitu-
ency and found almost 40 phone booths in dire 
straits.

“This audit is something that was never done 
before. Even the Auditor-General has not car-
ried such an audit. I urge Telekom, which I 
believe is the service provider, to remove those 
booths that are no longer functioning and 
which pose a danger to the public. Some have 
sharp, rusting parts, some are mosquitoes 
breeding grounds and some are in danger of 
toppling over,” Wong said.  

He provided a set of over 30 photos which 
were taken at various locations around Air 
Itam.  

“Imagine one constituency already has 
nearly 40 such booths. This means there must 
be at least over a thousand such booths in such 
deplorable condition in the whole of Penang 
because we have 40 constituencies,” he added.

He took members of the press to Air Itam 
for the press conference on Aug 6 to view some 
of the booths.  

“I am writing to Telekom and at the same 
time, also ask the local council regarding their 
monitoring mechanism for these damaged 
public facilities,” Wong said.

Wong revealed that his next project is to 
check on the CCTVs in public areas and see if 
they are functioning as he has noticed many 
of them appear to be no longer functioning.

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PENANG’s quest for the provision of quality and 
affordable housing will soon receive another boost 
with the requests for proposal for the development of 
4.23 acres of land at the Sandiland Foreshore situated 
at Jalan C.Y. Choy in George Town.

The Chief Minister Incorporated (CMI), the regis-
tered proprietor of the Sandiland Foreshore land, in 
support of the state government’s effort to develop 
more affordable homes, has appointed Penang Devel-
opment Corporation (PDC) to develop and manage 
the development of the land.

“PDC, acting on behalf of CMI, is now requesting 
for proposals from incorporated local companies to 
undertake the design, build and complete the whole 
development on the land in accordance with the 
stated conditions of tender,” Chief Minister Lim Guan 
Eng told a press conference to announce the develop-
ment of PT 330 Sandiland Foreshore, Section 11E at 
Komtar recently. Also present was state exco for Lo-
cal Government, Traffic Management and Flood 
Mitigation Chow Kon Yeow.

“The state government and PDC wish to reiterate 
that the request for proposal (RFP) exercise is in line 
with the state’s CAT policy to ensure accountability 
and transparency, to achieve high quality products and 
services even for affordable housing with competitive 
pricing through the open tender system,” Lim said.

He added that the development of affordable housing 
and commercial facilities at the Sandiland Foreshore, 
which is a stone’s throw from the George Town World 
Heritage Site, represents pockets of sustainable and 
viable development by the state government and PDC.

“This will complement the nearby Komtar Tower 
upgrading and revitalisation programme, the Penang 
Heritage Centre project at Komtar Phase 5, and Busi-
ness Improvement Districts projects which are carried 
out for the benefit of Penangites.” 

He commented that the mixed development project 
at Sandiland Foreshore is testimony of the state gov-
ernment’s commitment to the provision of housing to 
the people, followed closely by the launching and 
implementation of the SP Chelliah and the Batu 
Kawan projects in addition to the affordable housing 
scheme projects in Teluk Kumbar and Kampung Jawa.  

The project when completed will have 482 medium-
cost apartments - 241 units with a minimum 1,000 sq 
ft priced at RM400,000, 161 units at minimum 900 
sq ft each at RM300,000 and 80 units at 800 sq ft each 
at RM200,000.

There will also be 321 units of low medium-cost 
flats of 700 sq ft each priced at a ceiling cost of 
RM72,500.

The development component will also have com-
mercial content with a built-up area of not more than 
90, 014 sq ft.

The apartments and low medium-cost flats will be 
provided with finishes and facilities such as closed-

circuit television cameras as well as electronic access 
cards at the entrance gate and inside the lifts.

Lim added that the reserve price for the land pre-
mium was RM125 per sq ft, saying that interested 

parties could purchase the RFP documents for 
RM1,000 during office hours at PDC starting from 
July 22. 

The deadline is Sept 3.

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IT has been just over three 
months since the untimely 
passing of the Tiger of Jelu-
tong, Karpal Singh, on April 
17, but his memory still lives 
on fresh in the hearts and 
minds of all Malaysians.

Karpal has undoubtedly left 
his mark in this life; a life that 
was not necessarily easy and 
without tribulations but one 
which transformed many lives 
of ordinary men and women to 
rise and become extraordinary.

Documenting his life events 
was his personal autobiogra-
pher Tim Donoghue who for 
the past 27 years made it pos-
sible to give Malaysians an 
insight into the life of the 
politician, lawmaker and fam-
ily man.

The Penang Institute and 
Gerakbudaya Bookshop re-
cently hosted the launch of the 
revised edition of the full and 
definitive biography, “Karpal 
Singh: The Tiger of Jelutong” 
where the author along with 
Karpal’s family and friends 
held a public forum reflecting 
on his life and times.

Jagdeep Singh, state exco 
for Housing, Town & Country 
Planning and also Karpal’s 
eldest son, expressed his ap-
preciation on the well re-
searched book which clearly 
and in vivid detail tells the 
story of his late father.

“He was so well known for 
his conviction to uphold the 
truth and justice. Malaysians, 
foreigners and people from all 
walks of life; even the Deputy 
Prime Minister Tan Sri Muhi-
yiddin Yassin came to pay their 
last respects,” he said.

Jagdeep not only spoke of 
his father’s legacy in helping 
Malaysians from all walks of 
life fight for truth and justice 
without fear or favour with a 
strong conviction to uphold 
truth and justice for all, but he 
also spoke of Karpal, the father 
and grandfather.

“He was looking forward to 
playing with his 12th grand-
child but unfortunately this 
would not be so. I am sure that 
every time I see my youngest 
son smile, I know that Karpal 
is indeed playing with him 
from the heavens. In honour of 
Karpal, I have named him 
Sherr Karpal Singh Deo. Sherr 
in Punjabi means ‘Tiger’,” 
Jagdeep added.

“Although he left us so 
abruptly, his spirit and lega-
cy will continute to live in 
all of us”.

Ramkarpal Singh, Karpal’s 
successor to the Bukit Gelugor 
parliamentary seat, also shared 
a few words with the crowd.

“In the lobby of his (Kar-
pal‘s) office in Kuala Lumpur, 
there is a board given by one 
of his clients that says ‚Karpal 
Singh is an institution‘. I think 
that sums up what he was. He 
believed deeply in principles, 
was humble and passionate 

about his work.”
While he was detained un-

der the Internal Security Act in 
the late 1980’s Karpal already 
showed true stride and forti-
tude.

“I asked my father wasn’t he 
angry with the people that put 
him behind bars without justi-
fication? He simply said that 
he did not go to jail for no 
reason. The fact that people 
know his story and are aware 
of such injustices made him 
thankful to be put inside,” 
Ramkarpal added.

It was that period when 
Karpal was serving his sen-
tence in Kamunting that he met 
New Zealand journalist Dono-
ghue.

It was there that the two men 
agreed that the biography 
would be written, with Karpal 
telling him: “Tim if you want 
trouble, you have come to the 
right place!”

Donoghue attributed Kar-

pal’s source of strength from 
his family especially his wife 
Gurmit Kaur who he said 
helped him overcome all the 
trials and tribulations in his 
career and lifetime.

“To him there were three 
things he put above all else. 
Family, law and politics, in 
that order,” he said.

In the wake of Ramkarpal 
suceeding his father‘s position, 
some quarters were claiming 
nepotism and favouritism in 
his polical party.

“Yes there was talk of fa-
vouritism but people have to 
understand that life was very 
real for this family. His sons 
rose to their roles not because 
of their status but through 
hard work undertaken on their 
own.”

“In my many years of jour-
nalism, this book is my most 
prized work. It has been my 
privilege to have known and 
written on the man we have all 

come to know, adore and love, 
Karpal Singh, the Tiger of Je-
lutong”.

Among those who spoke of 
Karpal and shared their per-
sonal experiences were Gobind 
Singh, Karpal’s son and MP for 
Puchong, Kluang MP Liew 
Chin Tong,  Anwar Fazal, con-
sumer activist and personal 
friend of Karpal and Steven 
Sim, MP for Bukit Mertajam.

For those who are interested 
in getting to know more about 
Karpal Singh and his ability to 
inspire,  you may pick up a 
copy of Karpal’s revised auto-
biography from the Gerakbu-
daya bookshop at Jalan Masjid 
Kapitan Keling or at any lead-
ing bookshop.

SINCE the start of the year, there have been a total of 1,017 
confirmed dengue cases in Penang. Compared to the same 
period last year, where a mere 370 cases were reported, this 
new figure shows a startling 175% increase in dengue 
cases.

From the 1,017, four deaths have also been reported, 
compared to only two related to dengue reported in the 
previous year.

As of now, there are 10 confirmed dengue hotspots in 
Penang. 

They include Jalan Macalister, Taman Sri Damai, Jalan 
Besi, Jalan Perak, Taman Sri Serdang, Kampung Benggali, 
Sungai Bakap,  Taman Bistari, Flat Teluk Indah D2 and D1.

Dr Afif Bahardin, state exco for Agriculture & Agro-
Based Industry, Rural Development and Health, has urged 
all Penangites to take necessary precautions to prevent the 
spread of the disease.

“I urge everyone to conduct checks in and around their 
living areas, making sure that there are no conducive areas 
for the Aedes mosquito to breed. Community clean-ups are 
also encouraged to wipe out the existing breeding grounds,” 
Dr Afif said.

He also reminded the public to cooperate with members 
of the state health department when fogging is conducted, 
and to use insect repellants and or wear long pants when 
conducting outdoor activities.

Lastly, all Penangites are encouraged to seek medical 
attention if they have symptoms of dengue. 

These symptoms include fever, joint aches, nausea and a 
loss of appetite.

Taking steps to fight dengue

IN the latest “Ops Premis Makanan” conducted by the State Health Department, three 
premises were ordered to close while 10 others were issued with compound fines 
ranging from RM500 to RM1,000 under the Food Cleanliness Act 2009.

Of the three issued with notice of closure, two are restaurants while the other is a 
hotel eatery.

Department deputy director (Food Security and Quality Division) Ku Nafishah 
Ariffin said the operation focused on hotels, nasi kandar outlets, school canteens and 
those selling roast chicken, curries and cendol.

“Many of them prepare their food early during Ramadan but business only starts in 
the evening. So, there is a risk of contamination when the food is exposed or not hy-
gienically prepared,” she said at a press conference in Komtar recently.

The operation involved 84 personnel from both the Penang Island Municipal Coun-
cil (MPPP) and the Seberang Prai Municipal Council (MPSP) and a total of 23 food 
premises were screened.

The operation covered areas like Jelutong, Balik Pulau, Teluk Kumbar, Kepala 
Batas, Nibong Tebal, Bukit Mertajam and Seberang Jaya.

Ku Nafishah said to date, a total of 1,318 stalls have been inspected.  
“Consumers can lodge complaints should the food outlets they visit fail to observe 

good hygiene procedures,” she added.

槟州民联政府积极推行骑脚踏车运
动，矢将槟州打造成脚车州，因此，
槟州政府将与槟岛市政局推行公共脚
车租用系统，成为全马首个州属采纳
城市型公共脚车租用系统的州属！

槟州首长林冠英指出，槟岛市政局
在进行“公共脚车系统”计划公开招
标时，共有4家公司进行竞标，最终由
来自槟城的Public Bike Share有限公
司得标，该公司承诺投资920万令吉，
而槟州政府则无需支付任何款项。

槟州首长林冠英于8月1日召开记者

会时表示，该公司同时也向槟岛市政
局支付150万令吉，作为在槟州经营有
关公共轿车系统的特许权长达12年。 

他指出，推行公共脚车租用系统，
成为大马历史上第一州使用有关城市
型公共脚车租用系统的州属。州政府
积极推行骑脚踏车运动将槟州打造成
脚车州的计划再次向前迈开一大步。

“预料公共脚车租用系统的整个计划
可在2017年完成，而这系统的缴付方
式可以使用预付卡、信用卡以及手机应
用。州政府希望公共脚车租用系统可
以在明年开始操作，带领槟城迈向更绿
化、更健康的脚车州的方向前进。”

另一方面，Public Bike Share有限公
司首席执行员邝文栋则表示，Public 
Bike Share公司的全体同仁几乎都是
脚踏车爱好者，因此他们是很高兴可
以将自己的爱好在槟城发起并推动，
并成立这个全马甚至是全东南亚第一
个城市推行公共脚车租用系统。 

他说，相关计划会在乔治市市中心开
跑，该公司计划在乔治市设立25个脚
车站，并提供至少500脚车，以及1000
个停放脚踏车的地点给予槟城民众。

他说，其公司将会在明年年中开始
让大众试用这个系统，并会在2年内成
这个计划。

另外，该公司董事吴光良说，其中
一个缴费的方式是成为他们的会员，
而每一位会员都会获得一张预付卡，
可以使用预付卡，在乔治市任何一个
脚车站租用脚车到每一个角落，提供
他们一个很方便的交通工具，同时他
们也会与市政府合作，以确保脚车使
用者的安全。

他说，要归还脚车也很简单，只要
到附近的脚车站，只要有空位即可归
还 。 至 于 缴 费 方 式 ， 会 以 每 小 时 计
算，但目前并没有一个确实的定价，
但他承诺，将会定制一个每个人都能
够接受的价格。

槟州首长林冠英表示，槟州将为价值270亿令吉的槟州交通大蓝图计
划公开招标。

“槟州政府希望，槟岛和威省皆能成为道路网四通八达，同时疏导系
统完善的地方、海陆公共交通系统能有效统合，而且得以永续经营。换
句话说，它将采纳巴士、电车、单轨火车及水上德士。”

林冠英于7月25日发表文告指出，当槟州政府选定了工程交付伙伴的
概念后，后者也将协助政府落实有关大蓝图的全部计划与策略，包括整
合系统。

他说，槟州交通大蓝图涵盖威省及槟岛地区，有关单位需确保威省区
纳入整个州的公共交通系统之内，让160万名槟城人都受惠。

“相关工程交付伙伴也有责任保证工程能定时及不超过预算地情况

下，顺利地完成。海陆公共交通方面，工程交付伙伴必须在符合州政府
的委托、联邦政府的要求，以及所有现存法令及相关规范。”

他续称，开斋节假期后的8月15日将正式开放竞标，并在今年12月16
日结束。尔后，将召开新闻发布会交待详情。

“欲参与竞标的公司，可以以组合的方式参加，即和另一家本地或外
国公司联合起来参与竞标。缴足资本不得少过5亿令吉。”

林冠英表示，有关公司必须在过去5年内，至少拥有两起5亿令吉以上

针对中路218号老屋“原

事，曹观友指出，中路218
号老屋“原料原地重建”发

计划后，市政局根据程序考
察及审核，最后批准建筑商
以“原料原地重建”技术，
以原料及相似的建筑原料替
代 原 本 的 结 构 ， 在 原 地 重
建。

曹观友于7月25日召开记
者会，针对民政党槟州主席
邓章耀质疑相关发展计划是
否依照准则一事，公开交代
整个发展计划的来龙去脉。

他说，市政局在80年代曾
考察并整合一份州内受保护

他说，218号老屋的原地

段，目前已进入第三阶段，
那就是在拆除损坏的建筑结

构后，再把这些建筑结构收
藏在位于苏丹阿末沙路的仓
库内，等第三阶段完成后，
建筑商将以原料，或以尽量
相似的建筑原料替代原本损
坏的结构，并在原地重建。

“原料原地重建”发展计
划分3个阶段，那就是首先
拆除中路216A号原有的非古
迹建筑物，再建一座33楼层
的高楼，以及在原地原料重
建中路218号老屋。

槟岛市政局是于2013年9
月17日批准此发展计划，接
着再于同年12月3日批准建
筑图测，而建筑师是于2014
年1月6日向市政局提呈原地
原料重组建筑方案，并在4
月9日获得当局发出的动工
令。

废 弃 的 4 0 号 古 老 建 筑 物
被 列 为 二 级 古 迹 ， 槟 岛
市 政 局 已 发 出 指 示 ， 要
求 该 地 段 地 主 重 新 修 復
该 古 迹 建 筑 物 ， 而 槟 岛
市 政 局 也 愿 意 与 发 展 商
商 讨 保 护 古 迹 建 筑 物 事
宜。

槟 州 地 方 政 府 委 员 会
主 席 曹 观 友 行 政 议 员 指
出 ， 位 于 槟 城 公 积 金 局
大 厦 旁 的 红 毛 路 4 0 号 老
建 筑 物 建 于 1 8 0 7 年 ，
接 着 因 遭 火 魔 侵 袭 ， 于
1 9 2 1 年 被 改 建 为 3 层 楼
的新古典主义建筑风格的酒店。

他 说 ， 位 于 东 北 县 1 4 区 第 1 3 2 及
1 3 3 地 段 和 其 他 建 筑 物 在 二 战 时 期
是 英 国 海 军 军 地 ， 日 军 在 日 治 期 间
也 曾 在 该 地 段 驻 扎 ， 接 着 日 军 投 降
后 ， 英 军 重 新 接 管 ， 直 到 马 来 西 亚
独立后才交还给马来西亚军队。

曹 观 友 于 8 月 5 日 在 巡 视 该 建 筑 物
后 召 开 记 者 会 时 表 示 ， 目 前 该 地 段
属于Tetuan Runneymede Hotels
私 人 有 限 公 司 拥 有 ， 而 该 废 弃 军 营

至今已经有近百年历史。

他说，该地段发展商于1999年向
槟 岛 市 政 局 入 图 申 请 发 展 该 地 段 ，
同 时 获 当 局 批 准 发 展 计 划 ； 据 市 局
记 录 ， 发 展 商 打 算 在 该 地 段 兴 建 三
栋办公楼及酒店大楼。

他补充，发展商已完成兴建一栋办
公 大 楼 ， 而 该 栋 办 公 大 楼 就 是 檳 城
公 积 金 局 大 厦 ； 而 在 兴 建 办 公 大 楼
后 ， 其 他 地 段 建 筑 物 就 废 置 于 此 ，
未见任何发展计划。

他指，这期间发展商未向檳岛市政

局 入 图 申 请 修 改 发 展 图 测 ， 同 时 因
发 展 商 已 完 成 部 分 的 发 展 计 划 ， 即
兴 建 现 有 的 檳 城 公 积 金 局 大 厦 ， 因
此在1999年入图市政局的发展图测
依然生效。

“ 虽 然 这 地 段 是 在 乔 治 市 世 遗 古
迹区外，但40号建筑物还是被列为
二 级 古 迹 ， 因 此 ， 地 主 还 是 需 要 根

据 市 政 局 指 示 ， 维 修 及 保 护 这 建 筑
物。”

槟岛市政局已于上周根据1976年
地方政府法令第82条文，以及1974
年 道 路 、 沟 渠 及 建 筑 物 法 令 ， 发 出
通 知 给 该 地 段 地 主 ， 要 求 维 修 建 筑
物 及 进 行 清 理 杂 草 树 木 等 修 复 工
作。

槟城公积金局大厦旁的红毛路40号老建筑物建于1807年，接着
因遭火魔侵袭，于1921年被改建为3层楼的新古典主义建筑风格
的酒店。

曹观友行政议员指出，尽管红毛路40号建筑物位于乔治市世遗古迹区外，但还是被列为二级古迹，
因此，地主还是需要根据市政局指示，维修及保护这建筑物。

中路218号老屋原料原地重建计划照程序行事

218号老屋的原地原料重建工程分为4个阶段，目前已进入第三阶段，那
就是在拆除损坏的建筑结构后，再把这些建筑结构收藏在位于苏丹阿末沙
路的仓库内，等第三阶段完成后，建筑商将以原料，或以尽量相似的建筑

周氏岐山堂于7月26日举
行2014至2015年度新届理
事宣誓就职礼，当时光大区
州议员郑来兴率先致词时
说，许多华小向教育部申请
拨款多年都没有下文，然
而槟州民联政府在有限资源
下，仍然可从2009年起开始
制度化拨款给州内各源流学
校。

也是马华槟州联委会主席
的周美芬接着上台致词时，
则指槟州民联政府的制度化
拨款是骗人的制度。

针对此，林冠英指出，媒
体可以见证，老百姓可以见
证，学校也可以见证，槟州
民联政府制度化拨款

“我们要摸良心说话，我
们有给钱，不要说我们没有
给钱。这样的话，她根本就

话，但结果还是一样，真的
是敢敢讲骗话。”

林冠英于8月2日召开记者
会时强调，槟州政府实行制
度化拨款予各源流学校，是
确实的事情，

而且槟州政府不只是第一
个制度化拨款给华小、独中
及国民型中学的州政府，更
是首个颁出回馈金给独中教
师的州政府。

“你（周美芬）要批评民
联州政府是你的权利，但是
你不能够睁着眼睛说瞎话，
我们有给（制度化拨款），
却说我们没有给，太过分
了！你自己没有给不用紧，
当我们有给时，你却说我们
没有给，太过分了！”

他续称，周美芬是一个没
有水准的人，而他不会要求
她收回言论及道歉，但希望
她能向槟州民联政府学习，
制度化拨款给各源流学校，
包括槟州学校，来弥补她的

过错。

“她这样没有水准，叫她
道歉也没有意思，她也不会
道歉，这些人当自己是神，
以为自己是不会做错的。”

林冠英说，既然马华目前

已入阁，就应该实现制度化
拨款给华小和独中，因為发
展教育是联邦政府的权限，
不是州政府的权限，州政府
只是帮联邦政府做补救的工
作。

旅游及文化部部长拿督斯里纳兹里支持槟州政

确保我国旅游业不受影响，而槟州首长林冠英禁
止外劳掌厨的建议是让游客前来槟州享用道地街
边美食，因为他将与首长携手合作推广槟州街边
美食，保护因美食而闻名的槟州在我国旅游业重
要的地位。

槟威两地市政局将展开为期1个月多的问卷调查工作，以作为槟州

槟州地方政府委员会主席曹观友行政议员指出，槟城美食是槟城旅
游的卖点之一，近几年也获得许多国际团体认同，如《时代杂志》
将槟城美食形容为亚洲最佳街头美食，以及在美国有线电视新闻网络
（CNN）选出全球50最美味食物中，槟城叻沙排名第7。

“槟州政府也因为获得这些国际的肯定，而在维持美食品质方面备
受压力，因此，我们希望在作决定前，通过展开民意调查了解民众的
意见。如果国际杂志作出评论，将导致我们的旅游业受到影响，因为
槟城除了大自然风景和古跡之外，美食也是其中一个卖点。”

“禁止外劳掌厨”民调问卷的问题简单易懂，截止日期为8月31
日，而这项问卷调查的结果将作为槟州政府是否落实“禁止外劳掌
厨”措施的重要参考。

曹观友于7月25日到吉灵万山推介“禁止外劳掌厨”民调时指出，
除了槟岛市政局展开这项民调之外，威省市政局也同样同步进行，以
全面性地了解州内小贩业者的意见，而槟岛市政局会派出至少50名的
官员，前往游客聚集的地点进行抽样式问卷调查，同时也欢迎民众上
网，发表本身的意见。

因此，民众可通过槟岛市政局官网www.mppp.gov.my，来发表
意见。

Tri Pinnacle没有收保证金  
民众要小心！

不法集团向有意购买Tri Pinnacle中廉价及可负
担房屋发展计划的购屋者伸出魔爪诈取高达1万
令吉至3万令吉“保证金”，该房屋计划发展商
Aspen集团已向警方报案，以将不法集团抓拿归
案。

Tri Pinnacle中廉价及可负担房屋计划是一项由
Aspen集团旗下子公司Aspen Vision Venture有
限公司所承建，不料被不法集团盯上，看准购屋者
购屋心切的心态，向有意购买或不符合申请资格的
申请者诈取1万令吉至3万令吉“保证金”，并谎称
申请者在缴钱后，肯定购买得单位。

针对这起诈取事件，Aspen集团首席执行员拿督
慕力于7月23日联合槟州房屋发展委员会主席佳日
星、马来西亚房地产商公会（REDHA）槟城分会主
席拿督陈福星召开新闻发布会，呼吁民众千万不要
跌入圈套，并澄清Aspen集团和州政府从来没有委
派代理或经纪人向申请者收取保证金。

慕力澄清，不管是Aspen集团或者是其集团旗下
员工都不曾向民众或者有兴趣申请Tri Pinnacle中
廉价及可负担房屋计划的人士收取任何的佣金、抵
押金或者是订金来换取Tri Pinnacle单位。

他说，有民众致电其公司，向工作人员询问或投
诉该诈取事件，因此，Aspen集团已经于7月22日
向浮罗池滑警局报案，并呈交上约50名投诉者的名
字，希望警方尽速调查将不法集团绳之以法。

“这些不法集团对民众说，只要给了1万令吉至3
万令吉不等的“保证金”，申请者就“一定”可以
购买到可负担公寓单位。我们只会把单位售卖给符
合资格的申请者，而这些申请者的名字将会由槟州
房屋部提供。”

另外，槟州房屋发展委员会主席佳日星行政议员
表示，州政府严正看待此事，不容不法之徒捞取好
处。

“我已经就Aspen集团报案书致函檳州总警长
拿督威拉拉欣韩那菲，表明我认真看待此事，函
中也解释，只有廉价及中廉价屋遴选程序委员会
（SPEC）才有权筛选及决定申请者符合资格与
否。”

他提醒民众，有意申请者，须依照廉屋正规程序
向州政府房屋部登记。

他也指出，面对此问题人士可直接上他办公室求
救，他义不容辞帮忙后者向警方报案，以协助揪出
不法之徒。

另一方面，陈福星指出，没有任何人或单位有权
力保证申请者“一定”获得廉屋单位，除了廉价及
中廉价屋遴选程序委员会。

“发展商不能决定，马来西亚房地產商公会也不
能，唯一能决定谁可拥有廉屋的是spec！”

Tri Pinnacle中廉价及可负担房屋计划坐落丹绒道
光一黄金地段，将兴建1249单位，包括390间售价
7万2500令吉的中廉价组屋单位（650平方尺）和
859间售价29万9000令吉的可负担房屋单位（800
平方尺）。

拿督慕力（左起）、佳日星行政议员、拿督陈福星及拿督斯里纳兹里呼吁民众千万不要跌入圈套，并澄清Aspen集团和州政府从来没

槟威市局展开问卷调查    是否落实禁止外劳掌厨措施
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伊斯兰党淡马鲁区国会议员纳
斯鲁丁针对槟州政府计划兴建东
南亚第一个海底隧道（槟岛关仔
角- 威省峇眼阿占）的融资及工
程合约问题，对槟州首长林冠英
的领导发表毫无根据的声明和谎
言，令首长感到很惊讶，因此，
他促请纳斯鲁丁在24小时内无
保留及无条件撤回言论，并郑重
作出道歉。

槟州首长林冠英指出，纳斯鲁
丁质问为什么民联不像批评卡立
那样批评他，纳斯鲁丁也说，
雪州大臣丹斯里卡立在金銮白
沙罗大道（Kidex）特许经营合
约事件备受批评，而他在颁发
46亿3000万令吉的海底隧道工
程中，也直接谈判，将合约颁
给Construction Zenith BUCG 
Bhd。

“纳斯鲁丁也声称槟城人反对
这项计划，因为我所管理的槟州
政府过去六年都出现财政预算赤
字。”

槟州首长林冠英于8月7日发表
声明，他从来没有针对金銮白沙
罗大道或它的直接洽淡公开发表
意见。

“纳斯鲁丁也没有针对槟州政
府事务直接与我沟通。我没有兴趣参与纳斯鲁丁支
持Kidex 的政治游戏，但是我必须反驳，因为他身
为一名民联国会议员所发表的谎言，已经严重损害
我的名誉及州政府的名望。”

“纳斯鲁丁说谎，因为海底隧道是通过公开招
标颁出合约的，不是直接洽谈，耗资36亿令吉而
非46亿3000万令吉。纳斯鲁丁说谎，因为槟州政
府在民联治理下，根本没有发生过财政预算赤字
的问题，反而是年年有余。”

“这不是我说了算，而是每年总稽查报告核实
的，而且截至2013年底，槟州政府预料也能有小
小盈余。”

林冠英续称，槟州政府于2013年签署海底隧道
工程的初始合约时，史无前例地在2013年5月大选
前，进行了公众咨询。我们在市政厅进行三次公众
咨询大会，两次在槟岛，一次在威省。

“于是，在2013年全国大选中，槟州人民拥有罕
见的机会，他们直接通过大选，选择支持或反对上
述工程。民联政府在2013年全国大选取得史上最
高的支持率，多数票达68%。”

“很明显地，纳斯鲁丁的谎言和亲国阵、亲巫统
社交网络兵团的言论如出一辙。如果纳斯鲁丁自认
是一名不虚伪的良好穆斯林，他应该在24小时内，
辙回言论，并向我道歉，否则，他的行为根本不光
彩，与巫统不同。”

“我也将别无选择，只能把他视为国阵成员，我
会指示我的律师，采取法律行动，起诉他诽谤，恶

资座谈会，以向日本投资者和驻日大马人提供
槟城的最新消息及近期的发展状况，特别是位
于峇都交湾的新工业区，以及位于峇六拜的业
务流程外包中心。

总值33亿令吉的业务流程外包中心，是在今
年刚推介，而位于峇都交湾、总值113亿令吉
的高科技工业园，则是与新加坡的淡马锡集团
于2个月前所签署。

首长此行旨在与日本伙伴，如神奈川县政
府、川崎市政府及日本贸易振兴机构建立及加
强联系。首长也将在东京礼貌拜会神奈川县知
事黑岩祐治，以及川崎县副知事古尾谷光男
等。

首长也为聚居日本的马来西亚公民以及大马

留学生，举办一场开斋节聚餐会，大马驻日本
领事馆代表、东京大马投资发展局（MIDA）
、 东 京 马 来 西 亚 对 外 贸 易 发 展 局 （ M A -
TRADE）以及东京大马旅游局代表皆受邀出
席。

此行陪同首长者，包括首长夫人周玉清、首
长特别顾问兼投资槟城执行董事拿督李家全、
投资槟城总经理吕丽莲、投资槟城经理欧阳慧
妮、投资槟城副经理李有泽、首长特别助理周
靖炎，以及槟州工业领域代表等。

《四方论政》

八月二日的上午，我代表首
长出席一个新书推介礼。

我抵达了圣芳济学院的连裕
祥礼堂为资深律师王丽音推介
其第三本书“Fortitude:The 
life and Times of Heah Joo 
Seang” 。译名为《刚毅：
连裕祥传》。我可以断定40
岁以下的梹城人都对连裕祥感
到陌生。与我同龄的圣芳济校
友向我坦诚他读书时每天进
出以连裕祥礼命名的礼堂，但
从来没有人告诉他连裕祥的故
事。

连裕祥（1899-1962）是当
年梹城的橡胶大王，也担任过
由英国人委任的官委议员，领
导过独立前后在梹城的政治运
动， 在丹绒武雅有条道路以
他来命名。根据作者参考《海
峡时报》的报导，他的出殯队
伍有八英哩长，估计群众有五
万人。以这个来估计的话，他
是当年赫赫有名的人物。

推介礼过后的茶会，我向作
者了解了她的研究方式。由于
时过境迁，她无法在本地图书
馆拿到有关资料。她转向英
国的海外资料库，参考及引
用当年《海峡时报》（Straits 
Times）有关连裕祥的报导及
其他资料，研究用上了三年时
间，完成了此书。

出版新书的是有名的新加坡
海峡时报出版社（Singapore 
Straits Times Press)。我向前
来出席的出版社代表打听最新
的书目。他们正在筹备李光耀
的新书”Big Idea“。

我的书柜里有好多本海峡时
报出版社的书。我每回去新加
坡或途经樟宜飞机场，就会补
充新书，绝大部分是海峡出版

社出版有关新加坡政治领导的
书。

有关新加坡领导人的书是马
来西亚望尘莫及的。原因很简
单，新加坡人写下的是政治领
导，政策经验，有其传承意
义。反观我们这里有些政治领
导人出书是公关行为，要自我
包装而没有多少经验传承意
义。

新加坡前副总理 S Jaya 
Kumar 就写了一本很精彩
的《外交：新加坡的经验》 
（Diplomacy:A Singapore 
Experience).他写下了其任
外交部长的经验也包括了一个
章节有关新加坡如何处理与马
来西亚，印尼及中国双边关係
及交代重大外交历史事件。他
在序言中写到他的写作目的是
要让新加坡外交部的外交官们
了解外交大方向及政策，什至
他的写法是要建构一个集体的
经验。这本书可让外行人了解
国际外交的交锋及每一个外交
动作有其特殊意义。

海峡时报与联合早报亦出版
了一本《我一生的挑战：新加
坡双语之路》。这是一本累积
了18个政经文教领导人的双
语经验写成的书。这本书交待
了新加坡双语政策五十年来的
变迁及政策上的波动，调整及
改革。这本书忠实的纪录新加
坡军队在2004年在海啸发生
后，往印尼亚齐省赈灾时，大
部分军士都不听邻国的语文。
政策后来修改教育部必须致力
使10至15%非马来族的新加坡
学生能讲流利的马来语。 我
虽然对新加玻语文政策颇有微
言，不过我必须承认这本书清
楚交待他们的语文政策。当然

如果此书能登其他异议的话，
那么就会更加全面。

另外一本非常棒的书是《白
衣人：新加坡执政党秘辛》。
它纪录了新加坡人民行动党在
初期所面对的挑战及开国领袖
如何面对这些问题。李光耀在
1961年面对信任危机。他在
7月21日在议会罕有的提呈信
任动议，先发夺人以面对不信
任动议。李光耀最后还得把他
的一位女议员从医院用救护车
载出来投下决定性的一票，在
51人的议会里以26票通过信
任动议。其中有13个人民行
动党议员弃权。

当 然 还 有 其 他 的 书 《 吴 庆
瑞传略》,《吴作栋精彩的年
代》,《林金山的故事》，《
李光耀身边的大将》等都很精
彩的写下政治领导人的故事及
他们所如何应对挑战。

我下次往新加坡时期待阅读
刚出版的《我们也奉献：新加
坡人民行动党议员们的反思》
。这本书是25名前国会议员
供稿，是集体纪录。

这 些 政 治 领 导 的 书 提 供 指
引，丰富了政治论说，是珍贵
的政治资产。

《水果王中王“黑刺”》
《政治领导的书》

东南亚出产许多美味的
水果,其中就有享有“水果
之王”美誉的榴莲。榴莲
与众不同的地方是它独特
的气味以及外壳上的刺。
其实,许多人对榴莲的气味
有非常极端的嗅觉反映,有
些人认为它非常芳香,越吃
越爱吃,越吃越上瘾;而有些
人则认为其气味恶臭无比,
连靠近它也不敢,尤其是西
方人,因而没有机会尝试到
榴莲的独特味道。一般上
很少有水果会得到如此明
显的嗅觉反差,也基于这个
原因,不少国家的酒店、公
共场所、超级市场、飞机
和其他公共交通工具都有
告示牌禁止携带榴莲。

榴莲是一种典型的热带
水果,但不是每个国家都可
以出产榴莲,因为它必须有
适当的气候、土质,才能够
培植出好的榴莲,而马来西
亚是其中一个可以出产上
等和好品种榴莲的国家。

马来西亚的榴莲也有很
多品种,如D2、D22、D24
、D101、竹脚、猫山王、
尖 督 及 红 虾 等 2 0 多 个 品
种 。 苦 甜 的 榴 莲 方 算 极
品。价钱方面,依季节和地
区会有很大分别。

槟城浮罗山背是其中一
个出名盛产好品种榴莲的
地方,每年5月至7月都有很
多本地甚至外国游客特地
到此地品尝美味的果中之
王。其实,除了槟城浮罗山
背,威南高渊的乐劳以及双

溪堡也有出产好品种的榴
莲 – 即榴莲新贵“黑刺”
。在2012年槟州农业局主
办的榴莲赛中,“黑刺”夺
得冠军榴莲后,就人气急升,
被全马人风靡追捧。

其实,威省一带可以吸引
游客到来的地方并不多。
我认为威南还有不少的旅
游景点有待被发掘,就如威
南高渊的乐劳以及双溪堡,
每年的榴莲季节也可以成
为爱好榴莲的游客的其中
一个旅游景点,因为它们就
是黑刺榴莲的原产地。

在 槟 城 , 榴 莲 已 经 是 其
中一个吸引游客到来的因
素。 因此,我认为槟州政府
可以继续推广拥有好品种
榴莲的地方,如威南高渊的
乐劳以及双溪堡,让更多的
游客有机会品尝本地的水
果王中王“黑刺”,也借此
推广威南的旅游业。

时基于他认为麻烦，所以选择付款。

他续称，《读者文摘》在今年的5月份再一次在他没有订
购及不知情的情况下，邮寄另一本书给他，而这次使他抓
狂。

“这次我生气了，立刻以退邮的方式退还书籍，然后通
过热线与该公司联络,还投诉他们这种不专业的销售手法，
同时我也向马来西亚消费人协会投诉这件事。”

他表示，他在今年6月份收到来自《读者文摘》的回函，
通知他有关书籍的订购已经取消。

曾台华于8月5日在丹绒区国会议员黄伟益的陪同下召开
记者会，怒责 《读者文摘》为了达到销售量，所应用的销
售手法并不专业。

“我希望通过这次的记者会让更多消费人了解，当面对
这种不道德的销售方法时，千万别嫌麻烦，然后付款，反

另外，黄伟益促请《读者文摘》停止这种不专业的销售
手段，否则他将向贸销部投诉此事。

儿童的健康是国家的财
富……那我们该怎麼抚育他
们的心理健康呢？我们似乎
离‘应该怎麼帮助和劝告儿
童’还很远。

你知道吗？身心灵被虐待
或虐待他人的儿童（包括青
少年，下文皆用“儿童”）
可能有行為问题（情绪控
制、低课堂出席率、沟通）
、成為欺凌被害者或加害
者、蒙受心理创伤、与父母
或看护人分离、被社会排
斥、面对缓慢成长和学习挑
战并成為特殊儿童(专注力
缺乏过动症、自闭症、唐氏
儿童等等)。他们的迫切需
要，无论是情绪的、心裡的
或连带的社会问题，似乎老
早已经被忽略了。

“游戏是儿童的语言而玩
具是他们的世界？”游戏帮
助儿童认识他们的环境与世
界。教育固然对他们很重
要，然而我们必须知道游戏
和教育一样都重要，因為它
开发儿童的创意、建立人格
和自信，最终树立他们的韧
性（復原力）。

游戏带动儿童的情绪、认
知、社交和动作发展。透过
自己、与父母、看顾人和其
他小孩的嬉戏，儿童会开始
学习。游戏会随著儿童的成
长阶段而改变。

我想我们都知道，没人比
我们更能了解自己。负责任
的自由源自於个人的内心。
来自不同文化、性别和能力
的儿童都可在治疗性游戏裡
受益。

创新和创意的治疗性游戏
技巧可运用於防范和修復孩
童的情绪伤害。治疗性游戏
提供一个空间，让他们表达
和接纳不良经验所引致的情
绪。

治疗性游戏让他们转变对
虐待或困境的看法并减少他
们内化自我谴责的可能性。
这将强化和提升他们的自信
并成為他们準备应付世界上
各种困难的基础。

我国心理健康的现况
我 国 2 0 1 1 年 的 全 国 健

康与疾病调查（National 
Health Morbidity Survey）
显示，相较於2006年的数
据(1百万案例)，更多年龄
介於5至15岁的儿童面临或
易於换上心理健康问题。患
上心理健康问题的儿童人口
百分比从2006年的19.4百分
数攀升至2011年的20百分
数。另外，根据2013年《健
康心理》的统计，来自157
间中学的中四学生(总人数
為19919人)裡，有百分之七
的有严重压力、焦虑和忧鬱
的症状（报导来源：新海峡
日报2014年1月6日）。

让我们再看一则源自2013
年8月16日《星报》的报
导。妇女、家庭与社区发展
部部长拿督罗哈尼阿督凯莉
说2012年裡共发生了大约4
千宗的儿童虐待案。该年的
虐童案件共有3831宗，相较
於2011年的数据，增加了
403宗或11.8个百分数。在
2013年的上旬，已有1023
宗虐童案被揭发，当中有
669宗的受害者為女生。一
般的孩童虐待案牵涉孩童生
理和情绪的伤害、性侵犯和
儿童被拋弃的现象。

2014年4月10日，假檳
城中央医院举办的《防范
儿 童 虐 待 和 忽 略 》 研 讨
会 裡 ， 共 有 9 9 宗 涉 及 年
龄2至18岁儿童的虐童被
呈 报 ： 3 4 宗 涉 及 肢 体 虐
待、10宗拋弃案还有55宗
性侵犯。这些案件的嫌疑
犯都是受害者身边的双亲
和看护人。儿童需要被引
导如何保护自己并举报加
害者。

急切关心学习障碍者的澳
洲学者——吉鲁思维副教
授(Jill Sewell)在第5届全国
儿童早期疗育评委会(Na-
tional Early Childhood In-
tervention Council)研讨
会裡发表了一项数据。

我 国 大 约 3 千 万 的 人 口
裡，有3百70万人是儿童（
年龄介於7至12岁）。当
中：

•	5 至 10百分数的有学习障
碍 （即185000 至 350000
人）

•	5百分数患上专注力缺乏
过动症（ADHD）

•	3 百 分 数 患 有 认 知 障 碍
(112200人)

•	其他的有自闭症、肢体残
疾、视觉或听觉障碍

学习障碍的定义是影响一
般水準语言或非语言资讯的
提取、组织、收集和理解的
症候群。它会导致资讯接
受、思考、记忆力或学习缺
陷。早期鑑定对帮助这类儿
童恢復学业和社交水平极其
重要。细心和诚实的观察是
了解儿童在重要领域成长的
关键，如表达性和接受性语
言、细微和显著动作协调、
专注力与社交。

明白这个现象的严重并
针对儿童的自我效能(self-
efficacy)问题，檳城教育
评估会(Penang Educa-
tion Council)在檳城第二
副首长拉玛沙米博士的带领
之下，啟动和资助了一个以
英文做媒介语的创意学习计
划。自第一场计划於2010
年实行以来，如今已有205
位来自9个住宅区和乡村，
年龄介於10至12岁的儿童
参与。计划实行地点包括
了檳城的各个地区：大山脚
的斯裡章谷园(Taman Seri 
Janggus)、峇督加湾、高
渊、北赖的尹德拉瓦希园
(Taman Inderawasih)、
甲拋峇底、丹绒道光、丹绒
武雅、亚依淡的打枪铺和
峇都丁宜的双溪厄玛斯区
(Sungai Emas)。

这精心策划的课程结合了
艺术、音乐、讲故事和游戏
以营造有趣的学习经验及提
升聆听、阅读、说话和书写
的技能。虽然我们以英文作
媒介、但这不是解决学生英
文水準低下的方案。它主要
带出了学习任何语言是有趣
和刺激的可能性，如果创意
学习工具是被运用的。它也
是提高自我效能的另一个方
法。

随著学员面对的挑战逐渐
多面化，我们的义工人数也
增加了。这套课程分成8个

项目进行，当中的主题包
括个人卫生、饮食营养、纪
律、人生安全（欺凌与虐
待）。我们利用以下创意媒
体：艺术、官能、节奏与讲
故事活动，来让参与者释放
自身的创意。活动中，何祥
文医师和何雪仙赠送每位
参与者一本由他们编辑的《
我是独一无二的》，好让参
与者自由表达自己的心声。
那是一本创意兼具治疗性而
非属於一般上色簿的书籍，
因為这本书帮助运用者操练
他/她的想像力、创意和情
绪的表达。

这课程的產品是7本由参

与的儿童亲手撰写
和绘画，心灵创意
出版的故事书。在
每堂课程的最后一
天 ， 每 位 代 表 著
各 自 乡 村 的 儿 童
大声朗读并演出他
们充满激发性的故
事。这7本故事书
裡，他们表达了快
乐、痛苦、死亡的
哀 伤 、 新 生 命 的
欢庆、虐待、善与
恶、困难的逃避和
应对，和友谊力量
的发现。

由法蒂玛哈山带
领的檳城教育评估会继续资
助我们非官方的活动，為的
是催化檳州政府在提供一个
探索新思想，激发崭新方案
的探索与发展平台的改变，
并帮助檳城成為国内首屈一
指的教学与教育中心。

所有故事皆是孩子们讲故
事后的產物，而图画也是出
自他们的双手。这些故事书
只经过几位英文老师和专业
人士在不改变故事情节批改
语法错误的前提下编辑。这
些书都是出自他们而我们应
该以非批判性的态度来阅读
它们。

双溪厄玛斯区乡村发展与
治安委员会和檳州妇女团举
办，郑雨週州议员协助。

最近的课程在峇都丁宜双
溪厄玛斯区实行，从5月14
日至6月29日，共6堂课。
此课程共有16位年龄介於
3至14岁的儿童参与。他们
都源自不同的族群。大多
数的参与者面对在《我是
独一无二的》裡表达和书
写自身愿望、恐惧和特点
的挑战。他们也在阅读《
小可爱与它的小猫咪》(Si 
Comel and her Kitten)时
面临困惑。他们的挑战是
由学习障碍造成的吗？还
是因為情绪困扰（多数学
员来自单亲家庭）？

情绪问题会影响儿童的
身心发展因為其中一位亲
人（父亲或母亲）在抚育
他们的路上缺席了。在第
4堂课裡，很庆幸的，我
们看到有些孩子已经开始
站起来用英文说话了。“
篮子的故事”活动透过选
择篮子裡的玩具后讲故事

的方式，鼓励更多学员聆
听彼此的对话和表达各自
的想法。小组裡最大的学
员，14岁，帮助下一组的
副组长準备小组哦！

我们将会跟进这些学员
的 进 展 ， 与 他 们 的 父 母
会面并扶持他们。年龄超
过 1 0 岁 的 学 员 们 会 给 予
一份《长处与困难问卷》
(Strength and Difficulty 
Questionnaire)以了解课程
的效能。

孩子是色盲的，请让他们
保持这样。孩子不知道歧
视。孩子们的任务是游戏
来认识这个世界，只因為
这是他们的语言。他们懂
得欢笑，而最重要的是，
他们懂得珍惜友谊……请
让他们保持现状，让他们
在对彼此的肤色保持盲目
下，健康的成长。

我们衷心感谢檳城教育评
估会的拉玛沙米博士和法
蒂玛哈山，為了社区裡的
儿童而持续资助这些充满
意义的学习计划。

Goit Beng, 67,

to be opened, Colonial Penang Museum.

The Colonial Penang Museum is now 
under construction to house the pieces at 
Jalan D.S Ramanathan where experts and 
curators will be able to preserve them and 
the historical value it entails.

Among the prized pieces of her collection 
and immensely valuable to the state is the 
authentic lease agreement of Penang Island 
signed by Francis Light and the original 
Province Wellesley lease to the East India 
Company signed by the 2nd Earl of Morn-
ington, Richard Wellesley.

Tourism and Culture Minister Datuk Seri 
Mohamed Nazri Abdul Aziz praised Tan and 
her family for preserving and preventing the 
country’s national treasures from falling into 
foreign hands.

“When Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng 
invited me to Madam Jasmine’s house I had 
no idea what I would see but this is truly a 
revelation to see hundreds of historical co-

lonial pieces here and so well preserved,” he 
said at Jasmin’s home at Lebuhraya Peel.

Last month, the state leased a piece of 
state government property at Jalan D.S. 
Ramanathan for the museum but Nazri is 
keen to provide financial and professional 
support from the federal government.

“I will personally see to it that the Direc-
tor-General of the National Museum and 
Heritage Department and curators come 
down to look at the collection and if needed 
a building extension if there isn’t enough 
space at the museum,” he added.

“This is an iconic tourism product. Almost 
all countries have strict laws to not allow 
national treasures to leave their shores - Ma-
laysia should follow that too.”

Among the other pieces that will be 
housed at the Penang Colonial Museum are 
the extremely rare and valuable 19th cen-
tury  François Linke tables, bookshelves and 
grand piano, hundreds of colonial German 
dolls and Peranakan relics to name a few.

CHILD’S health is the nation’s 
wealth…What needs to be done to 
support children’s mental well being? 
Sometimes we seemed to be far away 
from knowing how to help children and 
give them a voice.

Are you aware that children are 
abused (emotional, physical, sexual), 
have behavior problems (anger, poor 
school attendance, communication), 
being bullied or are bullies, traumatized, 
are separated from their parents, social 
exclusion, have delayed development, 
have a learning disability and is a special 
need child (ADHD, Autistic Spectrum 
disorder, Down and others). The critical 
needs to address children’s emotional, 
psychological and social problems 
have been long neglected.

‘Play is the child’s language and toys 
are their words?’ Play helps children to 
make sense of the world around them. 
While education is key for children, we 
need to know that play is just as impor-
tant as it helps to develop children’s 
creativity and build their identity, self 
confidence and ultimately develop re-
silience.

Play helps spur a child’s emotional, 
cognitive, social and motor develop-
ment. Children learn by playing on their 
own, with their parents, caregivers and 
other children. Play changes with the 
developmental stages of a child.

The basic truth that no one really 
knows as much about any human be-
ing’s inner world then the individual 
herself. Responsible freedom grows 
and develops from the inside of the 
person. Children from different cul-
tures, genders and abilities can all be 
helped by therapeutic play.

Applications of therapeutic play 
skills with highly innovative and crea-
tive approaches prevent or repair 
emotional damage in children. Thera-
peutic play offer such children a space 
in which the feelings these experiences 
generate can be expressed and con-
tained.

It can enable them to shift their 
perspective of abuse or difficulty so that 
they are less likely to internalize blame. 
The resulting empowerment and in-
creased self esteem can be the spring-
board to help the child to cope with 
difficulties in the real world.
State of mental health

The National Health Morbidity 

Survey (NHMS) conducted in 2011 
revealed that more children aged be-
tween 5 and 15 suffering from mental 
health issues or were prone to mental 
disorders, compared with the number 
from the NHMS conducted in 2006 
which showed 1,000,052 cases. The 
number of children and adolescent age 
5 to 15 years old with mental health 
problem increased from 19.4% in 2006 
to 20% on 2011. Healthy mind pro-
gram survey conducted in 2013 re-
vealed 7% of 19,919 (Form 4 students) 
from 157 schools showed signs of se-
vere and extremely severe stress, anxi-
ety and depression. This was reported 
in the New Straits Times on 6th Jan 
2014.

As reported in The Star dated Au-
gust 16, 2013, there were almost 4,000 
cases of child abuse last year, said 
Women, Family and Community 
Development Minister Datuk Rohani 
Abdul Karim. Last year, 3,831 children 
were reported to be victims, an increase 
of 403 cases, or 11.8%, compared to 
2011. The first quarter of this year alone 
saw 1,023 cases of child abuse, and in 
669 cases, the victims were female. The 
most common cases of child abuse 
were physical, emotional and sexual, 
apart from cases involving abandon-
ment of children. In the 2014 Sus-
pected Child Abused & Neglect semi-
nar in Penang GH on April 10, 99 
cases of child abuse presented on 
children age 2 years old to 18 years old: 
34 cases were physical, 10 cases neglect 
and 55 cases were sexual. The perpetra-
tors were friends of victims, parents and 
baby sitters. Children need to be edu-
cated to protect themselves and voice 
up when being abused by people they 
know.

During the recent 5th NECIC con-
ference in Ipoh, the statistics presented 
by Associate Professor Jill Sewell from 
Australia on Malaysia was a grave 
concern for children with learning dis-
ability.

With a population (30 million), we 
have 3.7 million (age 7-12 years old).

•  5% to10% with Learning Disabil-
ity (185,000 to 350,000)

•  5% with ADHD (185,000)
•  3% with Intellectual Disability 

(112,200)
•  Other with ASD, physical disabil-

ity, vision / hearing impaired
The definition of Learning Disabil-

ity (LD) refers to a number of disorders 
which may affect the acquisition, or-
ganisation, retention, understanding or 
use verbal or nonverbal information in 
those with otherwise at lease average 
abilities; and result for impairments in 
processes related to perceiving, think-

ing, remembering or learning.
Early identification is vital in helping 

a child to succeed academically and 
socially. Careful and honest observation 
is a key to understanding how well a 
child is progressing in their develop-
ment of skills in important areas such 
as expressive and receptive language, 
fine and gross motor coordination, at-
tention and socialization.

With this in mind and the need to 
address self-efficacy issues, the Penang 
Education Council under the leadership 
of YB Prof Dr. P. Ramasamy who is 
also the Deputy Chief Minister II initi-
ated and funded a creative learning 
program using English as the medium 
of instruction. The first programme 
took off in 2010 and has to date reached 
out to a total of 250 children aged be-
tween 10 and 12 years old from nine 
residential areas and villages.

The programme has reached Ta-
man Seri Janggus in Bukit Mertajam, 
Batu Kawan, Nibong Tebal, Taman 
Inderawasih in Perai, Kepala Batas on 
the mainland and Tanjong Tokong, 
Tanjong Bungah, Padang Tembak in 
Air Itam and Sungai Emas in Batu 
Feringghi on the island.

The programme was uniquely de-
signed with a combination of art, music, 
storytelling, play and games to create a 
fun learning experience while staying 
true to the elements of the language 
skills of Listening, Reading, Speaking 
and Writing. Although the medium of 
instruction was English, it was not re-
garded as a ‘solution’ to the English 
proficiency problem among students. 
It was to showcase that learning in any 
language could be fun and exciting if 
creative learning tools are incorporated 
in the teaching process. It was also an 
alternative attempt to address self-effi-
cacy issue.

Eventually, the programme evolved 
as the team of volunteers moved from 
one area to another area as the issues 
faced by the children began to differ. 
The programme was carried out over 
8 sessions and the topics that were 
covered were cleanliness, nutrition, 
discipline, safety (bullying and abuse). 

The creative mediums used were art, 
sensory, rhythmic and storytelling 
activities to unleash the creativity in 
each child. During the programme, 
a book named “I am Special” initi-
ated by Dr Ho Siang Boon and 
Priscilla Ho is given to each child to 
allow them to express themselves 
freely. It is a creative therapeutic 
activity book that is not simply a 
colouring book as the core activity 
of the book helps children to exercise 
their imagination and creativity as 
well as express their emotions.

The output from the programme 
was the seven (7) storybooks written 
by the children during the storytelling 
process and published by Creativity At 
Heart. On the last day of the sessions, 

the children in the respective villages 
read out aloud and acted out the inspir-
ing story written by them. In all the 7 
storybooks, the children expressed 
happiness and sadness, grieved when 
death occurred, celebrated new births, 
talked about ‘abuse’, the good and the 
bad, moving away and staying on to 
face the challenges and finally found 
the strength in friendship.

The effort by the Penang Education 
Council lead by Ms Fatimah Hassan 
continues to fund informal programmes 
as part Penang State Government’s 
effort to act as a catalyst for change by 
providing the platform for lively explo-
ration of new ideas and stimulating the 
exploration and development of inno-
vative solutions, thereby contributing 
to Penang’s development as the fore-
most centre for education and learning 
in the country.

The stories were written in English 
during the story writing activity and 
illustration were all done by the chil-
dren. The final editing was done by 
English teachers and professionals 
without changing the flow of the story 
but just correcting the grammar mis-
takes. The following are the storybooks 
written by the children and should be 
read without being judgemental.

THE recent program was held on 
14th May till 29 June over 6 ses-
sions at Sungai Emas, Batu Fering-
ghi. The program was attended by 
16 children age 3 years old to 14 
years old. The children were of 
mixed ethnic group. Most of the 
children have difficulty in express-
ing and writing their wishes, fears 
and what makes them special in the 
therapeutic book ‘I am Special. 
Children also have difficulties read-
ing the story of Si Comel and her 
Kittens. Could their difficulties be a 
learning disability or children are 
affected by emotional problems 
especially most of them were from 
single parent family?

This will also affect the devel-
opmental years of the child as one 
parent is not there to support the 
child’s needs. By the 4th session it 
was encouraging to see some of 
the children standing up to speak 
in simple English. The activity on 
the basket story encouraged chil-

dren to listen to one another and 
expressed their thoughts when they 
chose a toy from the basket. The 
older child in the group is 14 year 
old and he will be assisting as a 
co-facilitator when class starts 
again for a new group.

There will be a follow up plan 
for the children and also meeting 
with their parents to provide further 
support. All the children were also 
accessed on the SDQ (strength and 
difficulties questionnaires) for 
those ages 10 and above.

Children are colour blind, let 
them stay this way. Children do not 
know discrimination. Children’s 
job is to play as play is their lan-
guage, to make sense of the world 
around them. Children know 
laughter, most important children 
‘VALUE F R I E N D S H I P ... 
let them stay this way, let them 
grow up healthily being colour 
blind to one another’s skin colour.

Our heartfelt thanks to Penang 
Education Council: YB Professor 
Dr P. Ramasamy and Ms Fatimah 
Hassan for continuously funding 
this meaningful program for the 
children in the community.
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THE “dismantling and recon-
struct” method is an approach 
recommended by the consult-
ant architect for the develop-
ment of a commercial, hotel, 
office and condominium pro-
ject at Jalan Macalister which 
involves two buildings.  

One of them is No. 216A, 
Jalan Macalister which is not 
a heritage building.  

The other, 218, Jalan Ma-
calister, is part of a heritage 
building listed under Category

Experts were engaged, including con-
servation expert Prof. Dr. A. Ghafar 
Ahmad and conservator Tan Ching Ling.  

Dismantling & Reconstruct method 
means part of the 218 Jalan Macalister is 
dismantled, stored and reconstructed 
later on when the surrounding buildings 
are completed.  

This is to avoid further damage to the 
building due to the works done on site.

On April 9, the Penang Island Mu-
nicipal Council (MPPP) approved the 
works to begin.  

In May, MPPP conducted a 
check and found that works to 
dismantle and store the tiles, 
pillars, windows and other parts 
of the building had been carried 
out.

Chow Kon Yeow who is the exco 
member for Local Government, Traffic 
Management and Flood Mitigation, held 
a press conference on July 25 to clarify 
to the press as claims were made that the 
heritage building on 218 Jalan Macalister 
was being demolished.

“It is untrue that the building was 
demolished,” Chow said.  

However, he said he will instruct the 
local councils and the George Town 
World Heritage Inc. to draw up transpar-
ent and open guidelines on restoration of 
heritage buildings in both the main Her-

itage Zone and the Category 2 Zone.  
“There must be clear guidelines as to 

what method can be allowed for the res-
toration of the buildings. All these issues 
must be addressed so that there are no 
allegations of double-standard or selec-
tive approvals for certain developers.”

THE state government and the Penang 
Island Municipal Council (MPPP) have 
issued a notice urging the owners of an 
abandoned colonial heritage building to 
take immediate action to restore and 
conserve the structure.

Located at No. 40 Jalan Sultan Ah-
mad Shah, the structure owned by Run-
nymede Hotels Sdn Bhd was left, 
abandoned and broken for a long period 
of time.

“This order is part of a plan to repair 
a cluster of buildings along Jalan Sul-
tan Ahmad Shah, which have fallen 
into disrepair. The building and its 
land is listed under the ownership of 
Runnymede and was listed as a ‘Cat-
egory 2’ heritage premise by MPPP,” 
exco for Local Government, Traffic 
Management and Flood Mitigation 
Chow Kon Yeow said at a recent press 
conference.

Chow added that this was in line with 

the state’s guidelines which require land 
owners to initiate preservation and 
conservation works on classified herit-
age buildings.

Under the available city council 
laws, any abandoned buildings in de-
plorable conditions and safety condi-
tions, MPPP may issue notices under 
Section 82 of the Local Government 
Act and Section 83 of the Street, Drain-
age and Bulding Act 1974 among which 
the owner must fix a safety gate, restore 
structural damage, prevent break ins, 
remove wild weeds, bushes and trees 
and remove all foreign objects that may 
pose a safety hazard. 

Should the notice be ignored, MPPP 
will proceed to carry out temporary 
protection and restoration works and 
could escalate the issue bringing the 
owners to court.

The building at no 40 Jalan Sultan 
Ahmad Shah was built around 1921 and 

served as an estate, a British Marine 
outpost, a Japanese occupation building 
and even as a Malaysian army camp 
after independence. 

The plot of land also originally 
housed Sir Stamford Raffles when he 
and his family resided in Penang in the 
1800s before leaving for Singapore.

THE first bicycle hub in Penang 
that seamlessly integrates into a 
commercial development will 
be the latest addition to turn the 
state into a cycling society.

It was described by Datuk 
Andrew Lim Tatt Keong, man-
aging director of GAMA Super-
market & Departmental Store 
Sdn. Bhd. (GAMA) as a “gift to 
Penang”.  

“We want to take back that 
image of Penang which was 
full of greenery. Singapore 
used to trail behind Penang in 
terms of a green city and used 
to learn from Penang. So 
GAMA is happy to do what we 
can for our beloved city,” he 
said at the groundbreaking 
ceremony on July 19 at the 
piece of empty land behind 
GAMA Supermarket.

Costing RM5 million, the 260 
parking bays and 111 bicycle 
bays located on a 10,000 sq ft 
site wil be ready by early 2017.  

GAMA will develop a RM30 
million 10-storey carpark and 
provide facilities like gymnasi-
um, shower rooms, lockers and 
others to encourage more cus-
tomers and tourists to cycle in 
and around George Town.

This goes well with the com-

pletion of the 12.5 km dedicated 
bicycle lanes along the east 
coast from Queensbay Mall to 
George Town scheduled for 
completion this year.  

“This bicycle hub will be the 
city centre node, the perfect 
meeting point for cyclists. Of the 
12.5 km, 10.7 km will be along 
the coast and the remaining 1.8 
km will cross Sungai Pinang to 
Jalan Gudwara up to GAMA,” 
said Penang Island Municipal 
Council Building Director Yew 
Tung Seang,

Chief Minister Lim Guan 
Eng was the guest of honour at 
the ground-breaking ceremony 
with Deputy Chief Minister I 
Datuk Mohd. Rashid Hasnon, 
exco member Chow Kon Yeow, 
assemblymembers Lau Keng 
Ee, Teh Lai Heng and Member 
of Parliament Ng Wei Aik.  

Lim thanked GAMA for the 
gift of the bicycle hub.  

“GAMA has got heritage 
value,” he said.

GAMA certainly remains in 
the hearts of many older genera-
tion Penangites as the first su-
permarket on the island.  

It started as Pulau Pinang 
Supermarket Sdn. Bhd located 
at Chowrasta Market in the 

1960s.  
The founder of GAMA, 

Chang Cheng Guan, was spotted 
at the ground-breaking ceremo-
ny too. Chang who 
hailed from Kedah 
sat proudly amongst 
the VIP guests and is 
still active at the 
golden age of 87.  
He recalled that he 
opened Pulau Pinang 
Supermarket in 1967 
and it was the first 
air-conditioned su-
permarket on the 
island back then.  He 
got the idea of a su-

permarket after a visit to Singa-
pore’s CK Tang. In 1980, Pulau 
Pinang Supermarket changed to 
GAMA and moved to its current 

site at the Jalan Datuk Keramat/
Jalan Penang 5-road intersec-
tion or in Hokkien, ‘goh pay 
teng’.

THESE days, if you were to throw 
a stone in any direction in Pen-
ang’s city centre, it’s bound to hit 
not one, not two but at least three 
cafes. 

Not that it’s a bad thing, as 
Penangites like to be spoiled for 
choice, especially when it comes 
to our love language, food, but 
George Town does get a bit 
crowded on the weekends, after 
office hours and even from 9.30 
am till 11am (your average brunch 
time) on a daily basis.

So what if we told you, you 
could get your regular (if not bet-
ter) cafe fix of a good cup of joe 
and a hearty western influenced 
meal while taking in the artsy 
interior deco of a cafe, without 
having to jam up with everyone 
else in George Town. 

Interested? Read on.
Nestled in the suburbs of Hill-

side, Tanjong Bungah, lies a cozy 
cafe, endearingly named after the 
area of which it resides.

The Hillside Cafe Bar & Res-
taurant provides your everyday 
cafe needs and a little bit more as 
it runs as a minor art gallery for 
local artists to display their works 
of art.

The interior boasts of a mini-
malist and earthy feel, with its 
homemade wooden tables and 
chairs which blend harmoniously 
well with its cement floors and 
hanging glass paneled lighting 
pieces gently illuminating the 
indoor dining area.

Catching up with director 
Elaine Stewart Ng, a Londoner 
who’s made a family and spent 
most of her life in Penang, we 
found out that Hillside was an 
honest-to-goodness family run 
business. 

Its culinary team is headed by 
Elaine’s husband, a local Penan-
gite, and the initial idea for the 
cafe came from her oldest son, 
Josh and his wife Georgia who 
attended school here as well.

Walking into the cafe gave off 
a homey, relaxed environment, 
being greeted by friendly staff. 
Elaine said that this was what they 
wanted to achieve - a comfy eat-
ery where you could come at any 
time of the day, dressed up for a 
dinner date, a quick bite after a 
morning run or just to catch up 
with some friends for drinks at 
night.

The only thing that was better 
than the feel and the interior was 
its food. 

Suburban cafe bliss

“We were in the restaurant 
business, located in the heart of 
London some time ago. When 
we got here, we wanted to bring 
a little of what we got back 
there, mixed with the traits of 
Penang as well,” Elaine said.

Its food is best described in 
one word. “Hearty”. 

With heavy influences from 
typical food from the UK like 
classic fish and chips, “The 

Healthy Start”, a breakfast item 
comprising granola, raisins and 
yoghurt drizzled with some 
honey. 

Also, a must try and a per-
sonal favourite of ours would be, 
“The Works”, a typical big 
breakfast of eggs, homemade 
sausage, baked beans, a side 
salad, two strips of bacon (non-
halal) and a slice of toast.

We also recommend trying 

their pastas off the dinner menu. 
Their Carbonara is exception-

ally good. 
With too many not-a-Carbon-

ara-Carbonaras all over Penang, 
it’s a pleasant surprise to actu-
ally get a plate of this classic 
pasta dish the way it was meant 
to be served - with a raw egg 
yolk sitting on top of the noo-
dles, and not drowned in cream.

Hillside is open from Tues-

days till Sundays for breakfast 
(8am –  11 .30am) ,  lunch 
(11.30am – 3pm) and dinner 
(6pm – 10pm) and also wel-
comes furry patrons of the four-
legged kind with its outdoor 
patio styled seating.

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ONCE again Penang leads by becoming the first state in 
the country to provide an automated bicycle sharing system.

It will be equipped with at least 25 stations, 1,000 bi-
cycle docks and 500 bicycles in the George Town area.

“The project will be on our street as early as May, 
2015, with the network planned to be completed by 
2017,” Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng said at a press 
conference to announce the “Bicycle Sharing System” 
at Komtar on Aug 1.

Also present were Penang Bike Share founder and 
chief executive officer Hubert Fong, its marketing man-
ager Thomas Tan and Penang Island Municipal Coumcil 
(MPPP) building director Yew Tong Siang.

He said assisting the state government and the MPPP, 
Public Bike Share Sdn Bhd will undertake to realise a 
low carbon emitting, traffic congestion free future.

Public Bike Share Sdn Bhd won the tender to operate 
the automatic bicycle sharing system in George Town.

The company will bear all the cost of planning, prepar-
ing, operating and maintenance of the bicycle sharing 
system over a 12-year concession period.

Estimated operation cost per year will be approximate-
ly RM750,000. 

The company will pay MPPP a concession fee beginning 
from year seven, with RM100,000, year eight RM200,000, 
and RM300,000 each year after that till year 12, with a 
total sum of RM1.5 million.

The rental of the bicycle will be via a prepaid bike pass, 

credit card or Mobile app.
“Over the past few decades, Malaysia, and much of the 

world began to embrace a car-centric transport culture, full 
of highways and carparks. The humble bicycle lost its place 
among the people following the influx of cars into our 
society.

“As London, New York, Taipei and Melbourne opened 
up their streets with better infrastructure for cycling, Bike 
Share Systems in these cities have re-introduced cycling to 
our modern era.

“With such a system, no longer do you have to be teth-
ered to your vehicle. With a simple access pass, you can 
pick up a bicycle at any station, Ride, Commute and Cycle 
to a destination of your choice, return the bicycle there with 
ease and convenience,” Lim said.

THE future looks bright with new 
job creation of 14,515 posts.

Datuk Lee Kah Choon, special 
adviser to the Chief Minister of Pen-
ang, said this at a media briefing on 
Penang Employment Outlook on 
Aug 4.  

However, Penang is not resting on 
its laurels and Lee revealed a few 
approaches to ensure that supply and 
demand stays at a healthy growth.

“Snapshots from job portals re-
vealed that there are 11,759 vacan-
cies in Penang as at July 31. Another 
popular site showed that there are 
2,635 jobs which are higher value 
positions. Statistics show that the 
unemployment rate in Penang in 
2013 was only 1.7% compared to the 
national average of 3.1%. 

“Anything below 3% is consid-
ered full employment as these per-
centages are people in between 
jobs,” Lee said.

“For the longer term, as Penang 

continues to attract more invest-
ments, more higher value jobs will 
be available. The trend in invest-
ments is not so much on capex 
based FDIs but higher value jobs 
created and executed by the people 
of Penang.”

The Penang Careers Assistance 
and Talent (CAT) Centre continues 
to support and synergise investors’ 
talent needs. 

Some of the steps taken also in-
clude international internship for 
foreign students to do their training 
in Penang.  

As the state needs more knowl-
edgeable workers, Penang CAT and 
investPenang are also working with 
the investors on education loans to 
send students to further their studies.  

Lee said they are working on the 
details and hopefully within six 
months, can come up with a fund to 
provide opportunities for Penang 
students.
