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LLOWING its decades of suc-

Fess, Penang Development Cor-

poration (PDC) has unveiled three

key measures to stay relevant, enhance

competitiveness and boost the state’s
overall economic performance.

The three measures include the
launching of the PDC 2024-2028 Stra-
tegic Plan, Sustainability Initiative and
GoDIGITAL PDC.

PDC chief executive officer Datuk Aziz
Bakar said there are four key thrusts
under the strategic plan, namely Land
Innovation, Asset Innovation, Business
Sustainability and Smart Professional,
collectively referred to as LABS.

He added there are 15 important
strategies, representing these thrusts,
that will effectively drive several key
projects that have been planned, such
as the land acquisition proposal, Linear
Waterfront, Medi-City, The Coast, GBS@
Technoplex and logjstics and distribu-
tion hubs, among others.

“We are trying to streamline a com-
plete ecosystem. In the pipeline, we
plan to build a distribution hub to sup-
port the logistics industry near the Pen-
ang International Airport, following the
federal government’'s approval for its
expansion.

“PDC has vowed to construct four
workers’ hostels on the mainland, and
once completed, they can potentially ac-
commodate up to 30,000 workers.

“One of the four projects is currently
undergoing construction at the Penang
Science Park (north), slated for comple-
tion in August.

“Two more projects are pending con-
struction approval by the authority, and
they will be at the Penang Science Park
(south) and Batu Kawan Industrial Park 3.

“Meanwhile, the last one has been
awarded to a developer to design and
build in Bandar Cassia.

“The main objective of these hostels

is to support the booming economy in
the state, address social issues, and
attract more investors,” Aziz said in his
speech during the launching ceremony
of the initiatives at the PDC in Bayan
Baru on March 25.

It is learnt that PDC has a proposal
to acquire 3,000 acres of land either in
the north Seberang Perai district, south
Seberang Perai district or the central Se-
berang Perai district for industrial devel-
opment purposes.

Aziz stated that PDC is expected to
spend around RM5 billion in the next
seven to eight years on all the projects
planned under its purview.

Meanwhile, Chief Minister Chow Kon
Yeow, who was present to officiate the
ceremony, has called for the manage-
ment at PDC to work closely with one an-

other to spearhead growth in the short
and medium term.

“The private sector is equally com-
petitive in developing industrial parks
in Penang, and we have to receive and
embrace the fact that they are also keen
on attracting investors while creating job
opportunities and boosting the state’s
social economy.

“Participation by state and federal
agencies is vital to assist PDC in its goals
and objectives to materialise these proj-
ects,” Chow said in his speech.

As for sustainable initiatives, Aziz
said PDC was proud to be the first state
agency in Penang to implement the En-
vironmental, Social and Governance
(ESG) and Sustainable Development
Goal (SDG) report and framework.

The four main thrusts are: Straighten-

ing the Basis of Governance, Enhancing
our Economic Sustainability, Protecting
our Natural Ecosystem and Promoting
Social Equity and Quality of Life (SEPP).

During the event, Chow was invited to
sign a smart board as PDC announced
its GoDIGITAL initiative, featuring the
use of digital signatures introduced in
January.

PDC is believed to be the first state
agency in Penang to introduce this ef-
fort, which is aimed at a seamless and
convenient workflow for all stakeholders.

Born in 1953 in Kuala Lum-
pur, Lim’s journey was triggered
by the gentle encouragement of
his father, Lim Chiun Hong, a
schoolteacher with a penchant
for Chinese calligraphy and art.

While pursuing architec-
ture at Universiti Sains Malay-
sia, Lim’s education proved
transformative, exposing him
to diverse disciplines that
sparked a lifelong quest for
the meaning of life.

Later, his artistic odyssey
swayed towards a greater
purpose when he decided to
refine his skills to impart his
knowledge to his daughter,
who was set for architecture
studies in Australia.

While that didn’t turn out as
he envisioned, Lim was not /
ready to let his talent slip f
away. Instead, he made the /

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Penang-Shanghai direct flights to take off on May 31

IN another further boost to Pen-
ang's tourism, a direct flight be-
tween Penang and Shanghai is
scheduled to begin on May 31.

China’s Juneyao Airlines will
be operating four flights per
week initially.

State Tourism and Creative
Economy Committee chairman
Wong Hon Wai regards the direct
flight from Shanghai to Penang
as symbolically significant for
tapping into the market of north-
ern Chinese cities.

“Penang’s competitive-
ness as a travel destination is
boosted by better air connectiv-
ity, which significantly increases
travellers’ interest in exploring
Penang.

“More employment opportu-
nities and financial benefits are
anticipated from this endeavour.
It will also open the door for the
tourism sector to grow sustain-
ably,” Wong said at a press
conference after launching the
event on March 19.

He also advised tourism-re-
lated businesses to get ready
to welcome tourists with excep-

tional customer service.

Following the direct flights to
Shanghai, Wong disclosed that
discussions are underway to
introduce direct flights between
Penang and Chennai, India, by
the end of the year.

He mentioned having previ-
ously visited four cities in India,
namely New Delhi, Mumbai,

Chennai and Kochi (Cochin) in
efforts to establish direct flight
connections.

Wong also urged the federal
government to engage in discus-
sions with China regarding the
implementation of a permanent

“Our admissions are usually
patients who are poor or those
whose immediate family mem-
bers have no time to care for
them at home.

“Our referrals are mainly from
the Penang Hospital, and it has
made it a lot easier as we are
located just next door.

“I have always been a strong
advocate for peaceful death,
and it reflects greatly on my mis-
sion here, which is to ensure
people depart peacefully when
it is time for them to go,” Lyan
Shih told Buletin Mutiara dur-
ing an exclusive interview at the
Pure Lotus Hospice of Compas-
sion main office at Jalan Utama
on March 12.

Lyan Shih, a former nurse
herself, went on to become a tu-
tor for other nurses.

Later, she discovered her call-
ing and reflected deeply on her
purpose in life.

This introspection led her to
provide care and comfort for
end-ofife patients.

Having been established
in 2001 by Lyan Shih and her
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group of friends in a rented
building in Pulau Tikus, the hos-
pice moved into its current six-
storey building in 2019.

It is learnt that the hospice
goes through stringent checks
by the relevant authorities and
its licence needs to be renewed
once every two years since it is
a legally registered body under
the Health Ministry.

Meanwhile, Dr Loo Chia
Ming, 34, who is based at the
hospice, said the facility can ac-

commodate up to 21 patients
and that there are currently 19
there.

In a related development, Ly-
an Shih said the hospice has ac-
quired land just next to the cur-
rent building for the construction
of a new three-storey building to
house patients with illnesses
apart from cancer.

“We are currently waiting for
approval to build from the state
government,” she said.

Lyan Shih was all praise for

generous donors who have con-
sistently played a role in making
sure the hospice operates with-
out fail.

It is learned that the current
monthly expenditure at the hos-
pice stands at RM2120,000,
which includes food, medical
supplies, bills, and other impor-
tant expenses.
